In early 2006, Whitcanack co-founded Big Tent, a technology company that provides free, web-based software to volunteer-powered community groups.  Big Tent works with groups across the country, helping them to communicate and organize online.  Previous to Big Tent, Whitcanack worked for several years in leadership development and public service programs.  She is an Adjunct Trainer and Coach for the Coro Center for Civic Leadership and has served as a Program Director and Fellow with the organization.  Fluent in Spanish, her international experience includes working for two years in Mexico, where she facilitated cross-cultural dialogues on topics such as education, economic development and politics and supported development of micro-enterprises in several communities in and around Mexico City.  

Whitcanack received her bachelor's degrees from the University of California, Los Angeles, graduating Cum Laude.  She received her MBA from Simmons School (Boston, MA) graduating with the highest honors, and her Masters in Education from Harvard Graduate School of Education.
